He has become a member of the
trade union for writers, the Society of Authors. Prince Charles is the author of two books:
The Old Man of Lochnagar and A Vision of Britain. The first book is a children's story in
which a mysterious old man haunts the mountain of Lochnagar in Scotland. The second book
has caused a lot of discussion. The matter is the Prince of Wales is an advocate of more
traditional architecture and would like to witness a return to the principles of classical
architecture. It's only natural that the architectural establishment has been angered with his
Views.

Isn't it strange that a millionaire of royal blood chose to join the trade union? Of
course , he can expect some legal services as a member of the Society of Authors. His union
could help him to check the contacts with publishers in order to make sure that he is treated
fairly. He might use the Society's photocopying equipment a little cheaper. If he fell on hard
times, he could get financial help from the trade union.

Mark le Fanu, General Secretary of the Society of Authors, which was founded in
1884 but became an official trade union only in 1978, is happy to welcome the Prince to the
membership of the Union. He thinks it's unlikely that the Prince will ever need the Union's
legal services. But he is sure that applying for membership the Prince displays a true interest
in writing.

The Prince doesn't overestimate his own literary talents. However, the critics say, that
unlike many other famous people, the Prince of Wales wrote every word of his books
himself.

The Prince of Wales is not the only and the first notable personage - member of the
Society. Such writers as Graham Greene and George Bernard Shaw have also been members.
A number of people who are better known for their public standing than for their writing
have been members too. Among them is Sir Winston Churchill, the former British Prime
Minister, who was really talented with his pen. The Society unites 5000 members and many
modern politicians are also applying for membership being novelists or thriller writers.

Heavy snow, ice bury southern Plains, cut power

OKLAHOMA CITY — A storm that toppled power lines, closed major highways and
buried parts of the southern Plains in heavy ice and snow began moving into the South on
Friday, leaving tens of thousands of people in the dark — possibly for several more days.
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Winter storm warnings were in effect from New Mexico to North Carolina, and
Arkansas Gov. Mike Beebe declared a state of emergency. The storm threatened to dump up
to a foot of snow across the region after leaving 13 inches in the northern Texas Panhandle,
where nearly all of Interstate 40 from the Texas-Oklahoma line to New Mexico was closed.

The closure stranded dozens of people at the Travel Centers of America truck stop
along 1-40 in Sayre in far western Oklahoma. Ken Halford of Nashville, Tenn., who was
driving to Las Vegas with his wife, was stranded in Oklahoma City after officials closed the
interstate.

"Our goal was to be in Vegas by Sunday, and we were going to stop in Flagstaff,
(Ariz.) and do the Grand Canyon tour, but we'll probably have to cut that out,”" Halford said.
"We'll just sit tight here until we get the word that 1-40 is back open, and then we'll head on
west."

Heavy ice brought down electrical lines and trees limbs, leaving nearly 142,000 homes
and businesses in Oklahoma without power Friday, according to the Oklahoma Department
of Emergency Management.

"In some places, as far you can see there are hundreds of utility poles on the ground,”
said Andrea Chancellor, spokeswoman for Public Service Co. of Oklahoma. She said it
could be five days before electricity is restored to all customers.

Flights were canceled Friday morning at airports in Oklahoma City and Little Rock,
Ark.

More snow also was expected in Texas and Oklahoma, where dozens of shelters were
opened for those who needed a warm place to stay, including First United Methodist Church
in Hobart, about 120 miles southwest of Oklahoma City. Pastor Kyle Clark said downed
trees and utility poles littered the slick roadways and most of the town of about 4,000
residents had no electricity.

"We've got gas heat and we are illuminating the place with candles,” Clark said late
Thursday.

Farther southwest in Altus, home to about 7,000 residences and businesses, power was
out except at the hospital and other emergency operations with generators, said emergency
management director Lloyd Colston.

More than two dozen flights were canceled Friday morning at Will Rogers World
Airport in Oklahoma City following the cancellation of more than 100 flights Thursday
because of concerns about ice buildup on planes, according to the airport's Web site. In
Arkansas, Little Rock National Airport reported that a number of flights were canceled.

Flights also were canceled Thursday in Tulsa and in Texas out of Lubbock, Amarillo
and Wichita Falls.

The Texas Department of Transportation closed 1-40 east and west of Amarillo on
Friday and a few other major roadways. Downed power lines and icy, dangerous road
conditions also temporarily closed a 50-mile stretch of 1-44 southwest of Oklahoma City and
parts of 1-40 in far western Oklahoma and eastern New Mexico on Thursday.

Do not ask your body to do too
much. A tired body means a weak body. And a weak body gets ill easily. So sit down for a
few hours in a nice spot. In good weather, look for a quiet park bench. Or you can stop at a
cafe. You can learn a lot by watching people while you rest.

You should not forget about sleep. If you want to stay healthy you need to get a
good night's rest. You may have trouble sleeping at night when you travel. Your hotel room
may be noisy or the bed may be uncomfortable. If this is true, don't hesitate to change rooms
or hotels. Or, you may not get enough sleep for another reason. In many cities the nightlife
can be very exciting. You may want to stay out late at night. In this case you should plan to
sleep for an hour during the day. That extra hour can make a big difference.

Finally, if you want to stay in good shape, you must eat well. That means eating
the right kinds of food. Your body needs fresh fruit and vegetables, and some milk or cheese.
No doubt when you are in a new country, you will wish to try new food. But you need to be
careful about how much you eat. Try to avoid eating lots of rich food.

So, remember this: if you want to enjoy your holiday, take good care of yourself.
Give your body some rest. Get enough sleep and eat good, healthy food.

Even with 10 years to decide, still no name for the decade

Shoulder pads and Reaganomics belong to the '80s. The O.J. Simpson trial and grunge
rock helped define the '90s. So September 11 and cell phone texting will remind us of ...
what? The zeroes? Americans have had 10 whole years to figure out what to call the past
decade, and yet most people are still at a loss when it comes to referring to it as anything
other than "the current decade™ or simply "the 21st century."
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So far, two distinct strategies have emerged to cope with this apparent gap in the
English language: evasion and creative license.

VH1 is an example of the former, slyly sidestepping a decision on what to call the
decade by focusing on the century instead. The network came up with "I Love the New
Millennium” for the newest installment of its nostalgia-filled pop culture series, “I Love the
'80s' and "I Love the '90s." And while the show’s title seems to be a bit of a cop-out, it
certainly has a better ring to it than "I Love the  '00s."
Leo Ribuffo, a history professor at George Washington University, doesn’t think the
country’s collective indecisiveness on a word is cause for concern. "The lack of a
catchphrase doesn’t mean that people don’t understand an era can be very, very important,"
he says. (Although he does think the decade has the potential to be considered "pretty bland"
in the long run.

Ribuffo believes that one of the decade’s best chances for securing a label lies in a
prominent figure or celebrity coming up with a term that catches on with the public, such as
Tom Wolfe’s decision to anoint the 1970s "The Me Decade."

Or it may come down to an average person being more decisive than most. The debate
has been raging on Yahoo! Answers for years now, where users have come up with some
creative solutions, like the O's, the 2K's, or "the onesies." Some users seem at least
entertained by "the naughties," which an arts collective took up in a grassroots campaign in
1999 but ultimately failed to succeed on a colloquial level, though it’s used more often in the
U.K.

Whatever word or phrase, if any, finally ends up catching on with the public, it’s
worth noting that the decision has given Americans pause. And as we hurtle into the teens
with an insatiable media cycle that chews up and spits out fads at breakneck speed, it might
be worth savoring this literal pause in the conversation about our culture and where it’s
going. In the meantime, here’s to the "Ummm's" or "Uhhh's." Take your pick.
